The goals of the YCLI are to foster the leadership potential of each 
individual and to heighten his/her awareness of the responsibilities 
and need for youth leadership in a high school or parish community 
and in the larger Christian community.  
 
 
 

WHO IS INVITED TO ATTEND? 
 

The Institute is designed for young people between the ages 
of 15 to 19 (or at least entering 10th grade fall 2010) who are 
now or who will be in parish, school, or diocesan leadership 
roles - parish youth groups, student council representatives, 
class officers, athletic team captains, etc. 
 

PROGRAM  
 

The Institute offers an opportunity for leadership develop-
ment through an intense period of learning and community 
living.  
 

THE COMPONENTS OF YCLI ARE:  
• Skills Workshops dealing with leadership skills 

and styles, communication skills, planning skills, 
group dynamics and consensus seeking. 
 

• Support Groups offering opportunities to grow 
in personal faith and awareness including: 
Christian Leadership, prayer, call to ministry and 
affirmation. 
 

• Prayer and Worship through candidate-planned 
experiences and liturgies.  
 

• Practice or "learning by doing" is a major part of 
the YCLI experience as candidates take 
responsibility for planning and leading different 
parts of the program.  

 

STAFF  
 

The Youth Christian Leadership Institute training event will be 
staffed by a team of diocesan, school and parish leaders 
specially trained by the Office for Comprehensive Youth 
Ministry. The Diocesan Youth Ministry Staff will direct the 
program along with a diocesan priest who will serve as our 
Institute’s spiritual director. 
 

FACILITY  
 

The facility has comfortable accommodations, a full-size gym, 
a beautiful chapel and air-conditioning. The YMCA pool across 
the street will be available for swimming (if participant 
chooses during designated recreation time.) Participants will 
reside in dorm rooms and well-balanced meals and snacks will 
be provided.

• To apply, fill out the enclosed form and return it 

along with the $90.00 deposit by Fri., June 11th. 
The deposit is NON-REFUNDABLE (but 
transferable) and will hold your place on the 
week. After the receipt of your deposit, a 
complete information packet with medical and 
permission slips will be sent. 

 
• Balance of payment ($100.00) is due no later 

than the Friday before the event.  
 
• Participants are encouraged to find sponsors to 

help with fees. Many parishes and schools pay 
for a portion of the fees.  

 
NOTE: A late fee of $20.00 will be charged for any registration 
deposit received after June 11th, or any registration received 
without deposit.
